There are
eight words of jobs and eight for nationalities. At the same time, students are required to
memorize the sounds of characters, not their Pinyin.

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This is because that our students are so used to their methods of learning English, such as
phonics. They adopt the English phonetic system in learning Chinese Pinyin without using tones.
This causes a lot of inaccurate pronunciation in Mandarin. We put a lot of emphasis on the
standard pronunciation, focusing on the sounds and shapes of Chinese characters, reducing the
use of Pinyin. We put a lot a emphasis on recognizing characters this month. Parents of our
students can help to encourage our students to memorize more Chinese characters and use Pinyin
as references only.
